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First part of the Cine Sin Fronteras training in To ulouse:
implementing projects for the circulation of Latin- american movies

The first session of the 29 Cine Sin Fronteras training took place in Toulouse  from March 22 to 25, in the
framework of the Rencontres Cinémas d’Amérique Latine de Toulouse (RCALT - Latin-American film
festival). It was intended for 6 european professio nals of the cinematographic fields of exhibition and
distribution, willing to build stronger links with  Latin-american cinematographies.

A TRAINING FOCUSED ON LATIN AMERICAN MOVIES IN EURRE

During these 3 days of training, the participants i mproved their knowledge on areas related to the cir culation of
Latin-american movies: issues on different national markets in Europe (Croatia, France, Ireland, Lithu  ania, Spain, the
UK); distribution and exhibition of Latin-American movies in small and big European countries; partner ship strategies
with the ministry of education and between festival s and independent cinema theatres; as well as the s ources of
information and main trends of the Latin-american c inematographies.

Through analysis, case studies, and coaching sessio  ns, the 6 trainees and 11 trainers shared experienc  es, knowledge
and skills with the ambition of taking steps to imp rove the circulation of Latin-American films in Eur  ope.

PROJECTS TO DEVELOP THE CIRCULATION OF LATIN-AMERIGIOVIES IN EUROPE

Seeing a new potential in the distribution and exhi bition of Latin-american films in Europe, the train ees presented and
discussed their specific project as regards Latin-A  merican movies:
- Croatia: organizing a yearly Latin-American film review dur ing the Pula Film Festival, with a special focus on
the young audience.
- France: organizing a student exchange between schools in F rance and in Latin-America, around short
features from both continents.
- lIreland: starting the theatrical distribution of Latin-Amer ican films in Ireland on a regular basis.
- Lithuania: starting the theatrical distribution of Latin-Amer ican movies in Lithuania.

- Spain: creating a sustainable exhibition network for Lati n-American films throughout the year.

- United Kingdom: restore and take on the programming of the single screen cinema in Esteli, Nicaragua.
These projects are going to be followed upon before the 29 part of the workshop that will take place in Valdi via in
October, with the same 6 participants and 6 other L atin-American participants.
NEXT STEPS
- The projects of the 6 european trainees are now under way of re alization, depending on the calendar of each
structure.
- A Cine Sin Fronteras press conference  will take place in Cannes in the Pavillon des Cinémas du Monde, on May 16 t,
where trainees and trainers would evaluate the work done up to then.
- A new call for applications for Latin-american prof essionals will be launched in  April (applications online until April
30t).
- The selection of the 6 Latin-American trainees will take place in May, taking into account their motivation as well as

their specific project as regards the circulation o f European films in Latin-America.
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
